
Te Teo Herenga Waka

This is where Nga Waka can anchor safely, where
Waka can choose to anchor in the hope that needs
are worked on or discussed at this place- Waka
settling together to achieve a common goal.

Mana Motuhake

Even though Nga Waka eg (Maori, Service
development, Resource) may come together they
still maintain their own Mana or identity at this place
of meeting. Also the community groups are different
Waka with ideas, hopes, direction that can come to
this place to share their ideas, (Te Teo Herenga
Waka). Their (Mana Motuhake) identity is
acknowledged and intact when they work with the
Unit and their Mana is still fully intact when they
return to their Rohe.

Waka

A Waka not only carries people, it carries their hope,
ideas, concepts, dreams and goals.
It also carries resources for the journey.
A Waka has a starting point and a destination. It
shouldn’t just drift, so the crew must work together
to get to the destination or goal, if they do not, it will
go in circles or go off course.
